The videos about people seeing “help” messages on some clothes from SHEEN company went
viral on TikTok. The company told KS News, “The messages ask people to help the Earth.” They said
that it was part of the new clothing line, “We use less water to make these items, so by buying our
clothes, you are helping the world.” However, many customers don’t believe the company. Joselyn,
one TikTok user, said, “My sister bought two of the same shirts at the same time in different sizes, but
the small one has the help message and the medium one doesn’t.” Another user Tasha said, “Sorry
SHEEN, I won’t buy any of your clothes anymore.” More people are asking to see the working

environment of the workers.
SHEEN is a popular clothing company from China. They sell fashionable clothes at low prices, from

dresses, T-shirts, pants, to shoes and more. They became even more popular because of TikTok and the
outbreak of Covid-19 in 2020. The company only has online stores, so it didn’t stop people from shopping.

However, besides being cheap and popular, the company also made the news headlines for breaking labor
laws. “SHEEN workers have to work more than 75 hours a week. That’s almost two times longer than
those in the labor law,” some news reported back in 2019.
