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Back in 2022, something interesting happened at the Colorado State Fair Arts Competition. An
artwork called Thédtre D’opéra Spatial (RKZ=HEIFR) was made by an Al tool named Midjourney.
It won first place in the digital art category. Game designer Jason Allen worked for 80 hours on this
piece and won $300 for first place.

This win started a big debate. Many people felt it was not fair for Al-generated art to compete
with art made by humans because Al didn’t have the creativity and effort that human artists put in.
On the other hand, others believe that Al can bring new and exciting ways to create art and can work
with human creativity rather than taking humans’ place.

This has made people think more about what art is, how creativity works, and how technology
might change the future of art. It also raised questions about what makes art special and how we see
